Minutes

1. Welcome and introductions

Robin welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited people to introduce themselves.

2. Minutes of ninth meeting, 24th October 2007

The minutes of the ninth meeting were agreed.

3. JISCmail discussion list and website

Robin circulated a print-out of the current version of the HCOPRnet web page (www.hcoprnet.org.uk). A section providing links to recent publications had been added, as agreed at the previous meeting, and Robin invited members of the network to send him details of any publications that they would like to have included in this section.

4. Links to other organisations

5. Research update

Robin reported that a group consisting of Sheila Peace (Open University), Bernadette Bartlam (Keele University), Mim Bernard (Keele University) and himself had discussed the proposed article, which was originally entitled ‘Capturing daily life in retirement developments’. Robin noted that the group had developed the outline of the article and had allocated drafting responsibilities between themselves, and would report on further progress in due course. Robin noted that Bernadette, Mim, Sheila and himself were of the opinion that a small working group was more likely to make progress than a larger group, but that members of the network would be invited to give their input once a draft had been prepared.

7. Future programme and topic and date for next meeting
Robin noted that the next main meeting of the network would take place in Autumn 2008, and he invited suggestions for the presentation at the meeting. In addition, following the pattern of recent years, it was hoped to hold an informal lunchtime meeting at the British Society of Gerontology conference in Bristol in September.

Anthea suggested that a presentation of the work by the PSSRU on the evaluation of the Extra Care Housing Funding Initiative would be of interest to the members of the network. Ann and Robin accepted the invitation on behalf of the PSSRU team. A date for the meeting in October/November would be confirmed. [Date of next meeting: 22nd October 2008.]

For the meeting at the BSG conference, John offered to give an informal presentation and lead a discussion on the use of the database of extra care housing developed by the Elderly Accommodation Counsel. John noted that the EAC was particularly interested in linking research on individual schemes to the database and in developing research using the information in the database. It was agreed that Robin would approach the BSG conference organisers to book a room for the meeting, and that John would send him an outline of the presentation.
