Minutes

1. Welcome and introductions

Robin welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited people to introduce themselves.

2. Minutes of tenth meeting, 9th April 2008

The minutes of the tenth meeting were agreed. (The eleventh meeting on 5th September at the BSG conference in Bristol was not minuted, and Robin thanked John Galvin for his presentation, copies of which are available via the HCOPRnet website.)

3. JISCmail discussion list and website

Robin circulated a print-out of the current version of the HCOPRnet web page (www.hcoprnet.org.uk). The website now includes a section providing links to recent publications, as agreed previously, and Robin invited members of the network to send him details of any publications that they would like to have included.

4. Links to other organisations

As at previous meetings, Robin requested suggestions for links to other organisations and noted that members should feel free to invite others to join the network and attend meetings.

5. Research update

Robin reported that Sheila Peace (Open University) had asked for the network to be informed that the OU/BBC series on extra care housing was now expected to be broadcast in 2009, and that she hoped to be able to give further details at the forthcoming meeting organised by the JRF on 27th November.

Karen noted that the report of the work on end-of-life care by Housing 21 and the NHS End of Life Care Programme was due to be launched today, and is available via the Housing 21 website.

Karen reported that she and Simon Evans will be working with the EAC to develop the Extra Care Awards Competition. The awards will be based on residents’ views, and will aim to celebrate extra care and identify how different types of scheme work for different residents. Ann noted that this would link to proposals on quality of extra care being developed for the National Institute for Health Research (NIHR) School for Social Care Research (NSSCR).

6. Proposed journal article on Housing and Support

Robin reported that Sheila Peace had prepared a new outline of the proposed article, provisionally entitled ‘Extra-care housing: a new way of living?’, and that the group consisting of Sheila, Bernadette Bartlam (Keele University), Mim Bernard (Keele University) and himself would discuss the way forward. As noted previously, members of the network would be invited to give their input once a draft had been prepared.

7. Future programme and topic and date for next meeting
Robin noted that the next meeting of the network would take place in Spring 2009, and he invited suggestions for the presentation at the meeting.

Karen suggested that the work on end-of life care would be of interest to members of the network, and also offered to give a presentation on the JRF-funded research on Hartfields retirement village, Hartlepool. [Following the meeting it was agreed that Karen would give a presentation at the Spring meeting, date to be confirmed. In addition, following the meeting Paul and Sarah offered to give a presentation on their project ‘Extracare: Meeting the Needs of Both Fit and Frail Older People?’ at the Autumn 2009 meeting, and this has been agreed also.]
