Minutes

1. Welcome and introductions

Robin welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited people to introduce themselves.

2. Minutes of seventh meeting, 17th April 2007

The minutes of the seventh meeting were agreed. (The eighth meeting on 7th September at the BSG conference in Sheffield was not minuted.)

3. JISCmail discussion list and website

Robin highlighted the discussion at the previous meeting concerning the National Database of Ageing Research (NDAR), managed by the Centre for Policy on Ageing (CPA). A link to the NDAR has been added to the HCOPRnet website (www.hcoprnet.org.uk) and researchers are encouraged to add details about their projects to the database.

The HCORPnet website includes links to minutes of previous meetings and presentations at meetings, including the presentations given at the symposium at the BSG conference in September, entitled Capturing Daily Life in Retirement Developments: Methodological Issues (see item 6).

4. Links to other organisations

Robin requested suggestions for links to other organisations and noted that members should feel free to invite others to join the network and attend meetings.

5. Research update

Robin suggested that a section containing links to recent publications should be added to the website, and this was agreed. Robin noted that this was intended to complement other sources of information, such as the CPA database. Immediate suggestions for reports to be added, subject to the agreement of the authors, were: (i) the reports by Anthea Tinker and colleagues on remodelling sheltered housing and residential care homes; (ii) Social Well-Being in Extra Care Housing, by Simon Evans and Sarah Vallelly, published by JRF; and (iii) Comparative Evaluation of Models of Housing with Care for Later Life, by Karen Croucher et al., published by JRF. Simon and Sarah confirmed their agreement for their report to be included.

6. Proposed journal article: Capturing Daily Life in Retirement Developments

Robin noted that Sheila Peace (Open University) had acted as the discussant at the BSG symposium and had suggested that the presentations could form the basis for a publication on methodological issues encountered in research on extra care housing. The discussion was continued at the subsequent lunchtime meeting, and Sheila agreed to prepare some notes outlining the contents of a possible journal article. It was noted that the presentations were available on the HCOPRnet website (see item 4), and the outline for the article can be obtained from Robin or Sheila by e-mail.
